As you walk around St Agnes, you’ll find remains of its mining history all around you. Some you 
can’t miss, like the chimney stacks and engine houses. Less obvious are the tunnels and adits 
etched in the cliffs, the waste humps and hollows amidst the gorse, orthe bare spoil heaps.
